FACT 1:As each goose Raps its wings it creates an "uplift” for the birds that follow. By 3
formation, the whole Bock adds 71% greater 3ying range than if each bird Rew alone.

CEMETERY CLEANUP

It a was a group effort, with volunteers from multiple Veteran
and Civic groups; some had travelled from all parts of the

country to attend... to be part of.

On September 6, 1967. Elements of the Second Platoon were
pinned down by a numerically superior force of attacking North
Vietnamese Army Regulars. Remnants of the platoon were located
in a trench line where Sergeant Davis was directing the fire of his
men in an attempt to repel the enemy attack. Disregarding the
enemy hand grenades and high volume of small arms and mortar
fire, Sergeant Davis moved from man to man shouting words of
encouragement to each of them firing and throwing grenades at
the onrushing enemy. When an enemy grenade landed in the
trench in the midst of his men, Sergeant Davis, realizing the gravity
of the situation, and in a final valiant act of complete self-sacrifice,
instantly threw himself upon the grenade, absorbing with his own
body the full and terrific force of the explosion.Through his
extraordinary initiative and inspiring valor in the face of almost

certain death, Sergeant Davis saved his comrades from injury and
possible loss of life, enabling his platoon to hold its vital position.

Extracted from Medal of Honor Citation

Earthly Home for this Medal of Honor recipient,
Historic Linwood Cemetery claims, among its many veteran heroes,
some dating back as far as the American Civil War, the responsibility
for the standard care of United States Marine Corps Sergeant
Rodney Maxwell Davis. However, Marines are NEVER satisfied with
just standardpecially for one of their own Heroes... hence, this now
bi-annual event.

In an ironic evolution of happenstance, his burial site overlooks a
portion of the I-75 (Southbound), directly beyond the “Hardeman”
Avenue Exit, as though “on point,” still taking that “always forward”

position; still out-front, commanding control of the “high ground.”

It was, thus, with great anticipation, great care, and great respect
then that so many came together to (continue) to pay this hero the

homage he so rightfully earned; he so rightfully deserves.

Fielding Questions About Our Detachment Website...

Exactly how do | log in to the DetachmentOs Website?

Logging on to the Detachment Website is EASY. When
searching for, or typing-in the URL (or, “website address”), simply
type-in the following address: http://www.mcl970middlega.org.

This will place you at the “Welcome Page.” From here, beside the
Welcoming Page Quotations, you should notice a listing of the
(other) Top “Pages,”/Links of the website along the right-hand
side. And when you “clicK any of these it will take you not-only
to THAT Page, but will also reveal all the many other sub-Pages
(also, along the right-hand side). So... once you’ve opened-up the
Welcome Page, try “clicking” the “Home” Page/Link, and take it

from there...

So, exactly what does this website offer me that |
would want to spend my time perusing itOs many Pages?

*Well, first of all, the website is commercial-free, meaning
there are no “outside influences” that will vie for your attention
(or dollars)... it belongs exclusively to you, and contains only
Marine (and Detachment)-related items. Secondly, it is our intent
that our website offer much by way of selectable options,
information and even interactions. Here are some of the feature-
rich applications that the Detachment website offers you:

*Firstly, the “Command Staft™ Page identifies every elected/
assigned official within our Detachment. It also provides a
convenient Link to be able to setup an email to write to that
individual and/or group of individuals.

*A “LEAGUE ALERT'S” Page that gives members all the

latest-breaking news and/or information relevant to League

happenings; from Irost-Call (important/late-breaking) member
information, to website updates/changes; from upcoming Events,
to Tips.

*Care to read either the current (or any past) Newsletter?

Then go to the “Communications” Page and simply select which

month. Also, you can access your (League) e-mail account
(everyone has one). And, if you’ve not done so already, log-in
using your first.lastname with the password “mcl970”.

*Next up is the “Detachment Calendar” which is probably
one of the most important “Go-To” places on our website. It
includes all upcoming meetings, events, and even agenda that you
may become involved with.

And if you’re interested in any of the upcoming Events being
planned and either want to take part in its presentation, or even
be part of that trip, simply Link to the additional Option (Page)
titled “Event Signup” and simply fill in the blanks, and the
Request will be forwarded-to the right staff memberf(s).

*The “Links” Page is broken-down into two main areas:
Those areas that pertain specifically (and more officially) to either
the League or the Detachment itself... “Internal Links,” where
you will find everything from a visual Link to our Bylaws, to MCL
uniform regulations; from Links to the National and/or
Department websites, to the Uniform Store at National. Also, the

certain uniform accessories, and even (unendorsed) opinions of
members and outside sources.

*The next two Pages of our site “Tell A Iriend,” and
“Clontact Us” are GREAT places to Recruit from... to provide
potential/interested individuals a link to the League, and to our
Detachment -directly! They provide everything from our address
and meeting information, to an actual Link to membership
application.

*The “Salute” Page is simply an ongoing, ever-changing Page
with Links to the Bootcamp experience (“clicK on the DI “Hats”),
as well as its center-showpiece... the Eagle-crested EGA Icon (in
the middle of the Page). When you “ClicK this icon an ever-
changing Link will take you someplace new and interesting!

* And then there was the “Puzzle” Page! Here is where you
get to actually interact between your computer (and your website)
and yourself. The “Puzzle” Page starts-off with an ROE (and, as
we all know... this means “Rules of Engagement”), where a simple
set of instructions allows you to get right into the puzzle itself.

When you place your pointer (cursor) over the “Puzzles
ROE” title/Tab, you will see a few other options (Pages) appear
for you to migrate-to, such as the Puzzle itself. Now, when you
click on the “Monthly Puzzle” Link, you’ll see the interactive
puzzle appear. When you further click on any of the beginning
letter spaces of the puzzle the question for that word will appear
awaiting your input/response.

With all the prerequisites to become a pilot, David wasn’t
sure if it was common sense of just how unforgiving flying of

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The Uniform of a Marine Corps
Leaguer...

We learned it in boot camp. We experienced it as we
proudly (and finally) got the chance to wear what for so many
weeks was trimmed and cut and polished... the uniform of a
United States Marine. There has never been anything like it
before in our history, and probably never will be.

A United States Marine, in all his pride, regalia, and glory
understands not only the deep history of every thread and color
and attachment that is earned into his uniform, but also that the
presentation of his Corps is to be considered nothing less than
omnipotent, that the wearing of such history brings with it, not
only the weight of an elite institution but of each and every
Marine that has gone before him. The uniform, to a Marine is
more than fabric... it is a “presence” that is worn with pride.

And for those of us that have traded our active duty threads
for those of Veteran attire, there still carries with it the pride and
esprit de” Corps that keeps, if not the mid-section, then our
uniforms trim; that our uniforms MUST still remain that

declaration of our heritage.

But, hey... we've all seen it time and again... that someone
either “didn’t get the word,” or that they thought that at least
wearing something was better than wearing nothing (-and in the
literal, we would probably have)to agree

The fact here, however, is that the MINIMUM requirement
for any member of this League to appear in representation is to
have the cover; or, better-known to most, as the “piss-cutter,”
along with the (gold) Eagle, Globe and Anchor attachment... and
that’s it.

Now, that being said, most members recognize that,
primarily because of the many functions and organizations that
we involve ourselves in and with, that merely having the piss-
cutter will not quite complete the picture of either our League, or
of our intent to convey proper military respect. This is especially
true if we are asked to conduct funeral services for a fallen
comrade.

This, then, is where “accessorizing” comes into play. Now;,
accessorizing, in our interpretation simply means having enough
of an assortment to present oneself in support of either a
requested function, and/or of a position held -such as any of the

elected officer positions.

When
viewing this Link, however, there are two notes you need to keep
in mind: Firstly, that the short/long-sleeved khaki shirts being
depicted are NO-LONGER AUTHORIZED. Secondly, that our
own Detachment is in the process of designing our own “visual”
tour of the League’s uniform code; thus, if you feel able to present
